PHILOSOPHY





     The purpose of music education in the curriculum can be properly understood only as a part of aesthetic education, and aesthetic education can be properly understood only as a part of the education of the whole child.  


     The emotional, creative, social, and cultural expressions of man are common denominators of all human beings.  If education is devoted to the development of the whole person, it must be concerned with these aesthetic qualities of man.


     The function of music education in the curriculum should therefore be clear as a requirement for the total development of all students.  Man must feel as well as think; he must create as well as discover, and as educators, we must cultivate in the child a sensitivity to the world of sound, form, color, emotions, and spiritual involvement, just as intellectually we must make him aware of language, symbols, and others tools of thought.  





GENERAL OBJECTIVES





     It is the responsibility of the music education program in the schools to bring to every child the deepest possible understanding and realization of his full potential through awareness of self-expression and emotional well-being, skills as aids to musical expression, and appreciation through participation.


     Increased pressures for scholastic excellence and individual accomplishment further increase the need for music education in the curriculum.  More than ever before, music education is important today to the mental and physical stability of people.


     One of the objectives of music education in the fostering of interest in the personal benefits of self-made music as a form of expression, a means of emotional outlet, a wholesome use of leisure time, and a contributing factor in the development of a well-rounded character and mental awareness.


     The prime objective of music education is to develop musically sensitive, intelligent adults who fully appreciate the significant contribution that music can make to the individual, and ultimately the community

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 BANDS





Band is a two semester course.  Members may not sign-up for Marching Band only or Symphonic Band only.





MARCHING - Majorette routines will be taught a time set by the Band Director during the summer.  Summer Band will begin the first week of August. Rehearsals will consist of a four hour session each day. Rehearsals will be from 5:00 – 9:00 p.m. on Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursdays and from 1:00 – 3:00 p.m. on Wednesdays and Fridays.   All students in the Lindale Band Program audition for a place in the marching band which includes playing prescribed music, sight-reading and scales.  Band members who fail to pass musical and marching requirements, or have unexcused absences from rehearsals or performances are selected as alternates.  Activities include performances in the stands and on the field at football games, pep rallies, adding to the spirit of athletic events, and parades.  ALL members, including alternates, attend ALL performances.  Students participate during marching season (August - November) in the following activities:

WIND ENSEMBLE - The Wind Ensemble is organized each year the week following football season.  Membership is by audition only, and consists of students in grades 9-12.  Students must demonstrate an advanced degree of proficiency on their instrument, and show good potential for improvement.  Also, the student must have shown a positive work attitude during the marching season. The  directors may elect to use some students in the Wind Ensemble on a trial basis if attitude and grades have a potential to improve. Students must have a fundamental background, and expected to advance rapidly on their instruments.  Activities include the following:

CONCERT BAND - The Concert Band is organized each year the week following football season.  Membership is by audition, and consists of students from grades 9-12.  The band is generally made up of students who have not had sufficient experience in playing to qualify for the Symphonic Band.  Students must have a fundamental background, and expected to advance rapidly on their instruments.  Activities include the following:    


Auditions for the High School and 9th Grade All Region Band


Participation in All-Region Band Concert and Clinic

U.I.L. State Solo and Ensemble

CONCERT BAND NON-VARSITY- The Concert Band Non-Varsity is organized each year the week following football season.  Membership is by audition, and consists of students in grades 9-12.  The band is made up of students who have not had sufficient experience in playing to qualify for the Concert Band.  The Concert Band Non-Varsity  is a non performing group.  The objective of the Concert Band Non-Varsity is to provide a class where the high school student can receive appropriate fundamental instruction on his or her instrument in order to advance to a level sufficient to gain membership in the Concert Band.  All students must achieve proficiency by a deadline set by the Director of Bands in order to sign up for band the following school year.


APPLIED MUSIC -- Applied Music is an elective class offered to students in grades 10-12.  Prerequisites include membership in the Lindale High School Band and approval of the Director of Bands.  This class offers students the opportunity to explore and develop more advanced proficiencies on their instrument.














MIDDLE SCHOOL BAND - Consists of students the the 7th and 8th grades.   Emphasis is placed on music appreciation and performance with a more advanced continuation of the basic fundamentals found in the beginner band.  Individual attention is given with the emphasis on tone production, intonation, ensemble drill, and rhythm pattern recognition.  Although the Middle School Bands do not participate in U.I.L. Marching Contest, time is spent learning marching fundamentals.  The middle school program consists of bands on the seventh grade level and on the eighth grade level.  Each grade level will have one band during marching season and two bands during concert season.  


Activities include:


Attendance at home football games (to be selected by directors)


Auditions for Middle School All-Region Bands


Pre UIL and Spring Concerts


Solo and Ensemble Contest


Competitive Band Festivals (8th Grade only)


U.I.L. Concert and Sight-reading Contest


Country Fest and Christmas Parade (8th Grade only)


7th GRADE Band --    The Seventh Grade Band will rehearse and perform as one band during marching season.  The week following marching season the band will split into two concert bands.  Both bands will give concerts and participate in U.I.L. Concert and Sight-reading Contest.  The split of the bands will be an EVEN split.  The students will be auditioned in each section, put into an overall chair order and then divided into two equal bands.  Both bands will perform at UIL Concert and Sight-reading Contest and other required performances.   


8th GRADE BAND --   The Eighth Grade band will rehearse and perform as one band during marching season and will split into two band (Symphonic Band and Concert Band). The Symphonic Band is organized each year the week following football season.  Membership is by audition only.  Students must demonstrate an advanced degree of proficiency on their instrument.  Also, the student must have shown a positive work attitude during the marching season. The Concert Band - is organized each year the week following football season.  Membership is by audition.  The band is generally made up of students who have not had sufficient experience in playing to qualify for the Symphonic Band.  Students must have a fundamental background, and are expected to advance rapidly on their instruments.  Both the Concert and Symphonic Bands will participate in U.I.L. Concert and Sight-reading Contest.


SIXTH GRADE BAND- Students are introduced to the fundamentals of playing band instruments.  They are divided into three groups: a. woodwind, b. brasses, c. percussion; with emphasis on tone production, rhythmic pulse, embouchure, breath support, intonation, fingerings, hand position, posture, basic musical terms, time signatures, pitch placement, key signatures, and rhythmic counting.  Activities include the following:

  GENERAL BAND REGULATIONS








ATTENDANCE OF REHEARSALS AND PERFORMANCES


     All band members are expected to attend all rehearsals and performances unless excused by the Band Director.  If a band member is absent from a rehearsal or performance, the parents should notify the Band Director in writing the following day or the absence will remain unexcused.  The absence will be excused at the directors discretion.  Students absent during  summer band rehearsals will forfeit their places in the marching line-up and will serve as alternates.  If their absence was caused by an emergency, they will be returned to their positions as soon as possible.  If the absence was for other reasons, such as vacation, camp attendance, participation in other events, work, etc., they will serve as alternates until places become vacant in the ranks.


     Punctuality is of vital importance in the band.  The nature of the band’s operation at football games, concerts, and travel away from home make strict adherence to a schedule very important.  Students who are habitually tardy or absent will forfeit any position or responsibility of honor with the band  and may be transferred out of the Lindale Band program.  





CONDUCT


     Because of the many contacts a Lindale bandsman makes in public, he must act as a goodwill ambassador for the Lindale Independent School District.  It is expected that each student act like a lady or gentlemen at all times and uphold all LISD rules and written in the district and campus handbooks and the LISD Code of Conduct.





The band officers and other student leaders are obligated to note any act of misconduct and call it to the attention of the person involved immediately.  If it becomes necessary to correct the same individual the second time, it shall be called to the attention of the band director for immediate action.


  





BAND REHEARSAL RULES





     Bandsmen are encouraged to cultivate an attitude of good discipline and attention during rehearsal.  Each rehearsal should be a musical learning experience for each student.  Each performance will be as good as its best rehearsal.  Constant disturbance by any bandsman in rehearsal shows lack of interest and respect to the band; therefore, these students should find another activity to hold their attention.





No gum, candy, food, or drink in the band hall at any time.


No horseplay at any time.


Get a drink of water and go to the bathroom before rehearsal begins.


Check your instrument before rehearsal and get it fixed at that time.


Get necessary supplies (reed, valve oil, etc.) before time for rehearsal to begin.


Get all notes signed before rehearsal or wait until after rehearsal.


BE IN YOU CHAIR WITH HORN, AND EVERYTHING YOU NEED; MUSIC, PENCIL, GOOD REED, ETC. AT THE SCHEDULED REHEARSAL TIME.


Do not get up out of your chair for any reason after rehearsal begins unless it is an emergency and you have asked for and received permission.  


Do not use the phone before rehearsal.  If you must use it, wait until after rehearsal.


If your instrument will not work during rehearsal, wait until after rehearsal to get it fixed. Just sit and finger the part, and listen to instructions.


When the director stops the band, it is to give instruction for the benefit of the band.  It is not for talking or discussion.


Do not talk during rehearsal for any reason, except to ask the director about the music or about some instructions that have been given.


Most importantly, give the director your total attention at all times.


The use of cell phones during any band rehearsal or performance is prohibited.














BAND TRIPS





On band trips, all band members ride to and from the destination on the designated busses.   Students may not change busses on the return trip.


There are two exceptions to these rules;


A band member may be released to a parent after the band has finished its performance and been released by the director to go home.  However the parent must: 


Come to the band director personally to pick up your student and sign them out.


A band member may ride home with someone other than their parents providing:


Parent notifies director in person PRIOR TO TRIP.


Parent notifies director in writing PRIOR TO TRIP.


follow criteria from #1





In case of emergency, the Band Director may approve other means


     of transportation.  All parents must sign an Emergency Medical and Release                  


     Form before students make any trip with the band.





On the spring trip, which is made every two years, a band member must be passing all subjects the six weeks prior to the trip.








Let me stress the importance of reading the guidelines very carefully.  A student in violation of the guidelines will be sent home at the parent’s expense.  








If you have any question about a trip, please feel free to call.

GUIDELINES FOR LINDALE BAND TRIPS





CONDUCT - Students are to conduct themselves as ladies and gentlemen at all times.


DRESS -  Students are to wear clothes that conform to the Lindale I.S.D. dress code.


DRUGS - Any student taking prescription medication or needing special medication should notify the director prior to any trip.  The use of stimulating chemicals, excessive spraying of aerosol cans, or smoking marijuana will not be tolerated at any time.  People in violation of this guideline will be turned over to the proper authorities and their parents will be notified.  Burning of incense or candles is not acceptable.


ALCOHOL - The use or possession of alcoholic beverages will result in your immediate dismissal, and you will be sent home at your parents’ expense.  


AV Equipment – AV Equipment will not to be played on the bus without earphones and should be kept at a VERY moderate level in the rooms.


HORSEPLAY - Pillow fights, shaving cream fights, etc. will not be tolerated because of the destruction of property.  Destruction of property will be paid for by the individual.


VISITING ROOMS - Boys will not be allowed to visit girls’ rooms and girls will not be allowed to visit boys’ rooms at any time.  Do not encourage members of other groups, male or female, to visit your room.


PHONE CALLS - Long distance calls from your room are to be made collect.  You may not use phones after curfew.  If necessary, phones will be disconnected after curfew.


LEAVING ROOMS - You will not be allowed to leave your room after curfew.  Curfews will be set after we arrive at our destinations.  If you have a problem, contact the Band Director or a chaperone, but do not leave your room.


PUNCTUALITY - Band trips are on a fairly tight schedule; therefore, it is important that we be on time.  Be sure that you are five to ten minutes early from scheduled meeting times.  This will assure your being on time and will not delay the whole group.


PERSONAL BELONGINGS - 	All items should be marked with your name, address, telephone number, and school.  Money should be kept in a safe place and traveler’s checks would be the best means of carrying money.  If you are carrying a large sum of cash, be sure to give the money to a Band Director or chaperone to keep for you.  You should keep your doors locked at all times.  Open doors to chaperones only.


PROFANITY - Is a strong expression of a weak mind.  Please refrain from using such expressions


PORNOGRAPHIC MATERIAL - Possession of pornographic books, tapes, magazines, etc. is not permitted.


TOBACCO - no student shall use any tobacco product on a band trip.


Citrus Fruit- will not be allowed on any school trip.

GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT BEHAVIOR


ON BUS TRIPS








Once seated, remain seated during trip.  Do not stand up at any time.


No movement in aisles except for loading and unloading bus.


No changing busses.  Student must return on the same bus.


Conversations must be kept at moderate voice level.  After a second warning, the student will be moved to an isolated seat.


Avoid sudden blasts of high-pitched laughter and loud singing


Any time the bus stops, be silent.


No talking, yelling, throwing things, etc. out windows.


No placing hands, arms, head, etc. out windows.


Snacks are permitted on bus as long as the privilege is not abused. (no glass containers)


Remove all trash from the bus at conclusion of trip.


When the bus arrives at the destination, remain seated on bus until further instructions are given.


Do not change into uniforms until instructions are given to do so.  


Make sure uniforms are complete before unloading (including hats).


After unloading the bus, time will be given for a restroom break.


After unloading instruments, assemble in block band formation near instrument truck.


After return to Lindale, make sure your instrument is put in its proper place.


All AV equipment must use headphones.


Students are not released until their uniform is properly returned to the uniform room  and they have checked out with a director at the conclusion of a trip.  


Chaperone will report all violations of these guidelines to the Band Director.


Students should not change cloths on the bus.  


DISMISSAL FROM THE BAND


Any student may be dismissed from the band because of lack of cooperation, refusal to conform to rules and regulations, or a general poor attitude.


A note must be presented to the principal or counselor signed by the band director before a schedule will be changed.  This is to assure that all items have been returned to the band department.





SYSTEM OF GRADING BAND MEMBERS


Band grade is determined by general attitude, attendance, participation, and periodic individual evaluation. 





SEATING AND PLACEMENT


     Several times during the year, each student will be given the opportunity to play for one of the directors so that his grade and placement in his section can be determined.  Material for these auditions will vary.  They may include major and minor scales, All-Region music, Solo and Ensemble Music, etudes, music in the folder and sight-reading.

LINDALE BAND CHALLENGE SYSTEM

*Note	


After the challenge sheet has been posted for 24-hours the director will    assume the day and time are agreeable to both parties and you will be held responsible for those times.  (If day and time are not suitable, see director for revisions).


You do not have to challenge the person ahead of you, but if someone challenges you, you must accept.  If you do not accept, you forfeit your chair to the challenger.


You may only challenge the person one chair ahead of you.


Challenge times are before school and after school.


IF YOU ARE ABSENT FROM A CHALLENGE FOR ANY REASON, EXCEPT FOR AN EXCUSED ABSENCE, YOU WILL LOSE THE CHALLENGE.


If a person loses a challenge, they must wait one week to re-challenge.


The Band Director may call off challenges in preparation for performances to avoid solo and part changes.


Challenges will be used at the directors’ discretion.

SCHOLASTIC ELIGIBILITY











     A student in grades 7-12 may participate in extracurricular activities on or off campus at the beginning of the school year only if the student has earned the cumulative number of credits in state approved courses as indicated below:





Beginning at the seventh grade year – have been promoted from the sixth grade to the seventh.


Beginning at the eighth grade year – have been promoted from the seventh grade to the eighth.


Beginning at the ninth grade year – have been promoted from the eighth grade to the ninth.


Beginning at the tenth grade year – at least five credits toward graduation.


Beginning at the eleventh grade year – at least ten credits toward graduation.


Beginning at the twelfth grade year – at least fifteen credits toward graduation.





     In order to be eligible to participate in an extracurricular activity event for a six week period following the initial six weeks period of a school year, a student must not have a recorded grade average lower than 70 on a scale of 0 to 100 in any course for the preceding six weeks period.  If a student loses eligibility, he/she may regain their eligibility in the fourth week of a six weeks if they have an average of 70 or above in all courses at the end of the third week of the six weeks period.  


     A student may not be suspended for the summer or during the initial grade reporting period of a regular school term on the basis of a grade received in the final grade reporting period of the preceding school term.  


     A student who fails a course becomes ineligible seven days after the last day of the six weeks period during which the grade lower than a 70 was earned.

HIGH SCHOOL BAND UNIFORMS





Marching Uniforms - are currently furnished by the school, without cost to the student.  The uniform currently in use is the military style.  It consists of a plume, shako, coat, trousers, cross belt with buckles, and breastplate.   All uniforms will be stored at the High School Band Hall.  Uniforms will be cleaned by the Lindale Band. Uniforms will be issued just prior to performances.  It is the responsibility of each band member to properly hang up the uniform and turn it in at the end of each performance.  The student must also purchase a band t-shirt to be worn under the coat.  White socks and white shoes must also be provided by the student.  White shoes must be leather or leather type with white soles, lace-up type, plain or moccasin toe.


  The uniform must be clean and neatly pressed when worn.  The trousers should be worn with suspenders to fit properly, and must extend to ½ inch below the top back portion of the shoe.  Students out of uniform in any fashion will not be permitted to make a public appearance.  Any bandsman in public view is required to wear the entire uniform with all buttons buttoned.  


     IMPORTANT:  If it is necessary to alter the uniform for a better fit, NEVER CUT THE UNIFORM.  It must be possible to restore the uniform to its original measurements for use with future students.





Concert Uniforms - are currently furnished by the school, without cost to the student.  The uniform consists of a white tux shirt (studs and cuff links provided), black tux pants and a black vest.  The student will wear black dress shoes and place socks (black panty hose for the ladies) with the tux.  The same rules and polices governing the marching uniforms apply to the concert uniform.   





MIDDLE SCHOOL BAND UNIFORMS





Marching Band – the uniform will consist of the required band shirt, blue jeans.





Concert & Symphonic Band -  The students will be required to purchase a pair of black pants, black socks, black shoes and a white long sleeve dress shirt.  The school will provide a black cummerbund and bow tie for concerts.  The pants must be dress slacks and the shirt must be a dress shirt with button down collar and long sleeves.  Ladies shirts can be a white ¾ length (or longer) blouse.    Golf shirts or polo type shirts are not permitted.





DRUM MAJOR AND MAJORETTES


High School


Military style uniforms are provided by the school for the high school drum majors and majorettes.  Majorettes must purchase one field uniform, one pep rally suit, wind breaker, one pair of dance shoe, and a pair of white boots.





Middle School


Uniforms will consist of on performance uniform and a line shirt.

AWARDS AND HONORS








BAND JACKETS


     The right to wear a band jacket is an honor at Lindale High School.  A student must meet at least one of the following three criterion to earn an award jacket: (1) Be a senior member of the Lindale High School Band (2) Have earned a chair in the High School All-Region Band (ninth grade all region or any alternate position does not fulfill the criterion) (3) Have earned a first division on a first class solo.  


     The band director has the right to confiscate the award jacket if school policies or band policies are not upheld.  Some of the most important policies are:





Drinking alcoholic beverages.


Behavior unbecoming a student of Lindale High School.  Minor infractions will be taken into consideration.  The band directors will decide “unbecoming” conduct.








     High School Band letters, sweepstakes patches, All-Region patches, etc., are to be worn on designated high school band jackets only.  High school students may not use middle school band sweaters or any other jacket to display these high school band awards.





OUTSTANDING BANDSMAN AWARD


     All Lindale Bands (sixth grade excluded) select by popular vote an outstanding band member.  The award is intended to recognize a band member who has through their leadership and musical skills helped the band achieve musical excellence.  A student receiving this award is frequently of All-Region or All-State caliber who has a serious interest in music.  In the sixth grade, each director will select an outstanding bandsman is his/her class.  Awards are given for the following bands;


High School Band


Eighth Grade Band


Seventh Grade Band


Sixth Grade Band (one for each director’s class)





DIRECTORS AWARD


     This award is selected by the band director and given at the schools’  awards assembly at the end of the year (same criterion as above).  Awards are given for the following bands;


High School Wind Ensemble (Band Banquet and Awards Assembly)


High School Symphonic Band (Band Banquet)


High School Concert Band (Band Banquet)


Eighth Grade Symphonic & Concert Band (one for each  band)


Seventh Grade Blue & White Band (one for each band)


Sixth Grade Band (one for each director’s class)











BAND OFFICERS








     The following officers will be elected by majority vote at the first summer band rehearsal and will serve until the end of the current school term.  The officers must have at least one year service in the band.





President – chosen by popular election by the entire band membership.


Responsible directly to the band directors.


Should be a Senior Band Student


Call and preside at business meetings of the band.


Appoint any committee necessary for the solution of special problems.


Supervise the work of committees, crews, and other officers.


Responsible for the organization of:


band banquet


Senior accomplishments for the last home game.


Vice President - chosen by popular election by the entire band membership.  The Vice President assumes the role of President in his absence.


Secretary - chosen by popular election by the entire band membership.  The Secretary will take minutes at all band council meetings.  This officer is in charge of all band correspondence.


Reporter - chosen by popular election by the entire band membership.  The reporter is in charge of assembling the Lindale Band scrapbook.


Senior Representative - chosen by popular election by the senior band membership.


Junior Representative - chosen by popular election by the junior band membership.


Sophomore Representative - chosen by popular election by the sophomore band membership.


Freshman Representative - chosen by popular election by the freshman band membership.





     All officers are responsible directly to the band directors and band President, and represent the members of the Lindale High School Band.  Responsibilities Include:


Issuing and receiving uniforms


Assisting with band projects


Band Banquet


Band Scrapbook


Serving as members of the band council


Other administrative duties assigned by the band directors and band president.














DRUM MAJOR AND MAJORETTE REQUIREMENTS





GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR TRYOUT





Drum Major


Must have been a member of the band and student body of Lindale School for at least the semester preceding the audition.  In high school, you must be entering grades 10-12.


Dress for Tryouts:  No special costumes or uniforms of any kind will be permitted.  Short sets will be appropriate.  Tennis shoes must be worn.


Tryouts will be held in May and judged by the band director.  


Categories to be judged include prepared drill, memorized drill, general effect, verbal commands, and an interview.


Head Drum Major is selected by the band director and is based upon score and leadership skills.


Majorette


Must have been a member of the band and student body of Lindale School for at least the semester preceding the audition.


Dress for Tryouts:  No special costumes or uniforms of any kind will be permitted.  Short sets will be appropriate.  Tennis shoes must be worn.


Must have written approval from parents.  (see enclosed form).


Tryouts will be in May and judged by an expert panel of band directors and twirling instructors.


Categories to be judged include a military salute, fundamentals, marching as a majorette line with counter marches (high school only), a group routine, a prepared routine (no longer than 2 minutes), and general effect and appearance.  


Tryouts are closed. Only judges and directors will be allowed in the tryout room.


The position of Head Majorette is selected by the band director and is based upon score and leadership skills.

TRYOUT PRODEDURES





Drum Major


All candidates draw numbers  for tryout order. 


All candidates will tryout in the order drawn.


While waiting to tryout or for tryouts to be completed, all candidates must wait in the directors’ office.


Tryouts will be done on the band practice field.


Tryouts will follow this order: 


Prepared Drill


Memorized Drill (5 minutes to memorize drill on the field.)


Verbal Commands


Interview


Upon completion of the tryouts, scores will be totaled and the winners announced.  All candidates will then be released to class.





Majorette


Three judges from out of the Lindale area will be selected by the band director.  


The judges and candidates will be questioned to make certain the judges have not taught any of the candidates.


All majorette candidates will be given a copy of the twirler audition form when they sign up to tryout so they will know how each category is weighted.


Before any candidate can audition, they must have on file a permission form signed by their parents.


All candidates will draw numbers for audition order.  Candidates will perform in the order drawn.


Each candidate will be prepared to execute the following;


Military Salute


Fundamentals 


March as a Majorette Line with counter marches (high school only)


Group Routine (to be taught at a pre tryout clinic)


Prepared Routine (no longer than 2 minutes)


Fundamentals and Counter Marches will be done in groups.


The judges individual over-all scores will be added on the judges composite form.


The candidates with the highest total points will be selected.


Each candidate will be given a copy of their audition form from each judge.


Tryouts will be closed to everyone except the judges and the band director.


The most important attributes of the Head Majorette position is leadership and   ability to work with her peers, as well as being an excellent twirler.  Since the judges do not know the students and cannot judge these attributes, the position of Head Majorette will be appointed by the band director from majorette line selected by the judges.


The decision of the judges will be final.

STANDARDS FOR MAINTAINING POSITION





     Positions of leadership demand a great deal of pride in self, the band, and its goals and traditions.  Therefore, it is mandatory that students conduct themselves in accordance with their position on the field.





Drum Major


Be prepared to work hard


Attend all practices unless excused by the band director


Drum Majors must conduct themselves as ladies or gentlemen at all times


Cooperate with other leaders in the band.


Maintain U.I.L. Grade requirements.


Realize the Drum Majors are  members of the band first and Drum Majors second.  The instrument is more important than the baton.


Majorette


Must attend a one week clinic during the summer.  All routines, salutes, etc., for the following year will be taught.  Attendance is mandatory.


Attend all twirling practices unless excused by the director. (There will be at least one scheduled practice each week during marching season).


Comply with all instruction of the head majorette.


Majorettes should conduct themselves as ladies at all times.


Cooperate with the sponsor and other twirlers.


Maintain	U.I.L. grade requirements.


Realize that twirlers are members of the band first and twirlers second.  The instrument is more important than the baton.


Realize that uniforms shall be determined by the band director.  The cost of the uniform and accessories shall be borne by the individual.

Majorette Rules / Infractions / and Consequences








1.  GRADES:  Your grades come first.  If you are ineligible, you let down  yourself, the majorette, and the band.  If you have or think you have a grade problem then inform the majorette sponsor.  Remember:  Participation in extracurricular activities are a privilege and not a right.





2.  CLASS BEHAVIOR:  If you are turned in because of  inappropriate behavior, you will be expected to rectify the problem immediately.  You will receive a warning.  CONSEQUENCE:  If your name is turned in a second time, you will be benched from a pep rally and a game.  If your name is continually being turned  in you will be expelled from the majorette.


	


3.  PRACTICES:  All practices are mandatory unless the majorette sponsor has excused a majorette member.  CONSEQUENCE:  You will not be allowed to participate in that week’s pep rally if you miss a practice and you must attend pep rally dress in uniform.

      The High School is on Modified Block Schedule.  Band meets everyday for 50 minutes while other classes meet every other day classes for 90 minutes.  Modified Block allows students and parents to still have a choice in scheduling without hurting any program.

       The enrollment of the high school band is composed of students from 9-12 grades who have successfully completed the middle school band program or the completion of a proficiency exam at the end of each year in band if in grades 10-12.
